When the IWF performing the controlling role is notified that an MCPTT client is newly affiliated or comes back from out of coverage, the IWF performing the controlling role shall invite the MCPTT client to join an ongoing MCPTT group call by following the procedures specified in subclause 110.1.1.4.1.

NOTE:
How the IWF is informed when an MCPTT client is coming back from out of coverage is out of scope of present document.

Editor's note:
A same-system CF can use internal, out of scope magic to know when an MCPTT client comes back from coverage. The IWF will need a specified mechanism to know when an MCPTT client comes back from coverage.
