Overall description
SA2 thanks CT1 for the questions related to emergency services fallback.
Question 1:
Whether the UE, e.g. when camping on NR or E-UTRA connected to 5GCN which does not support emergency services, should trigger emergency services fallback (when available) which is expected to result in redirection to EPS, or the UE should directly establish an emergency call via EPS in the following cases:

Case 1: When the UE is already attached for EPS services.

Case 2: When the UE is not attached for EPS services.

[SA2 answer]:  For Case 1 when the UE is already attached in both 5GC and EPC SA2 approved the attached CR which clarifies further the behaviour for dual registration mode in TS 23.167 cl, H.5 NOTE 3. 
As per TS 23.501 clause 5.17.2.1: Dual-registration mode is intended for interworking between EPS/E-UTRAN and 5GS/NR. A dual-registered UE should not send its E-UTRA capability to NR access when connected to 5GS/NR to avoid being handed over to 5GC-connected E-UTRA.
Thus the UE can only be connected to NR/5GC and E-UTRA/EPC when in dual registration mode. If 5GC does not support emergency services, but the other EPC attachment does support emergency services it shall use the EPC attachment to establish an emergency call. Emergency Services Fallback cannot be used since the UE does not report the radio capabilities for E-UTRA connected to 5GC when it uses dual registration mode. 
For Case 2, TS 23.501 defines that the UE in dual registration mode handles independent registrations for 5GC and EPC using separate RRC connections. In this mode, UE maintains 5G-GUTI and EPS-GUTI independently. Therefore in case 2 since the UE is not already attached for EPS services it is, at the time of the emergency call, effectively not operating in dual registration mode and therefore it should follow the procedures in TS 23.167 and TS 23.501 and trigger Emergency Services Fallback.
Question 2:
Whether the UE's support of emergency services fallback can be per RAT or UE's support of emergency services fallback is required to be the same for both NR connected to 5GCN and E-UTRA connected to 5GCN.

[SA2 answer]: UE support for Emergency Services Fallback is not per RAT since it is a NAS procedure. There is no per RAT support of Emergency Services Fallback in the UE.
