The Multi-Identity service allows a user to use any public user identities for its outgoing and incoming calls.

4.2.1
General description

The additional public user identities can but do not have to belong to the served user. The additional public user identities may be part of different subscriptions and different operators.
A user shall be able to indicate which of the allowed public user identities the user wishes to use for each outgoing communication.

The network shall be able to indicate to the user which public user identity the incoming communication is intended to reach.

4.3.1
Provision/withdrawal

The additions or the subtractions of the additional public user identities is performed by the user.
The Multi-Identity service may be withdrawn at the user's request or for administrative reasons.

Requirements on the originating UE
The originating UE may choose the primary public user identity or additional public user identity to initiate a call.

Requirements on the terminating network side

The terminating AS shall store the association between primary public user identity, additional public user identities and identity information of the additional public user identities.
Upon receiving an initial INVITE request that includes the additional public user identity of the called user, the terminating AS shall identify the primary public user identity of the called user and generate a SIP INVITE request as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [XX], with the clarifications given below.
The terminating AS shall:
1) include the primary public user identity of the called user in the SIP INVITE request;
2) determine and include the identity information of the additional public user identity in the SIP INVITE request to indicate the usage of the additional public user identity; and
Editor's note: The identity information of the additional public user identity is FFS.
3) send the SIP INVITE request towards the called user as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [XX].

4.3.5
Requirements on the terminating UE
When the terminating UE associate the additional public user identities to the primary public user identity, the user may input the identity information of the additional public user identities to indicate the usage (e.g., express delivery, broker) of the additional public user identities. Then, the terminating UE sends the association between primary public user identity, additional public user identities and identity information of the additional public user identities to the AS providing Multi-Identity service.
Upon receiving a SIP INVITE request including the identity information of the additional public user identities towards the called user, the terminating UE is able to display the identity information of the additional public user identities to the user.
