Solution #Y: Identifying warning message for IoT UE
6.x.1
Solution overview
In order for IoT UE to understand whether the warning message is applicable for the IoT UE and to identify an event of a disaster, it is proposed to assign new message identifiers for IoT UE from the reserved range of the message identifier. Among the message identifiers for IoT UE, each message identifier is assigned per a event or disaster type. For example, the fire is 4400 and the flood is 4401. Based on the message identifiers, the IoT UE can identitfy whether the warning message is for the IoT UE and identify a specific type of an event or a disaster uniquely. If a received message identifier is not for the IoT UE, the IoT UE discards the warning message. 
Editor’s note: The message identifiers can have more details on the events or disaters according to the further investigation.
6.x.1.1 Message Identifier

As defined in TS 23.041[3], the message identifiers are used from the range 4352 – 6399 (1100 hex – 18FF hex) for Public Warning System. The table 6.x.1 shows the message identifiers which are reserved for the future version of PWS and they are captured from the use/application of the Message Identifier in TS 23.041. As the range from 4360 to 4369 is a small block, it is proposed to assign new numbers among the reserved numbers in the PWS range for the message identifier of the IoT UE.
