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	Reason for change:
	In an LS C1-188921, CT1 stated that:
"… it is CT1’s understanding that while it can be mandatory for the AMF to allocate a new 5G-GUTI during the registration procedure with Registration Request message of type "initial registration" or "mobility registration update", the AMF is also allowed to use another means to allocate and send a new 5G-GUTI to the UE. As an example, this can be done by initiating a UE Configuration Update procedure and include the new 5G-GUTI in the Configuration Update Command message before sending the Registration Accept message."

However, according to subclause 5.4.4.5, this case is considered as "generic UE configuration update and registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update collision" and the UE is required to ignore the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message.

While this abnormal case originally intends to address the case where the AMF initiates a generic UE configuration update procedure and then the UE initiates a registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update before the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message is received by the UE, since there is no means to distinguish these two different cases in the UE and this original case can be anyways resolved by the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message, it is proposed to remove the abnormal case.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	The abnormal case "generic UE configuration update and registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update collision" is removed.

Interoperability impact analysis
1. Based on the current specification, the UE ignores the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message received during the registration procedure.
1. An AMF compliant to the current version of the specification will not send the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message because it assumes that the UE will ignore the message.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Parameters which are which are commanded to be modified by the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and are not impacted by the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message, are not updated by the UE when a generic UE configuration update procedure is performed during a registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update.

The following abnormal cases can be identified:
a)	Transmission failure of the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message with TAI change from lower layers
	If the current TAI is not in the TAI list, the generic UE configuration update procedure shall be aborted and a registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update shall be initiated.
	If the current TAI is still part of the TAI list, it is up to the UE implementation how to re-run the ongoing procedure that triggered the generic UE configuration update procedure.
b)	Transmission failure of CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message indication without TAI change from lower layers
	It is up to the UE implementation how to re-run the ongoing procedure that triggered the generic UE configuration update procedure.
c)	Generic UE configuration update and de-registration procedure collision
	If the UE receives CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message after sending a DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message and the access type included in the DEREGISTRATION REQEUST message is same as the access in which the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message is received, then the UE shall ignore the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and proceed with the de-registration procedure. Otherwise, the UE shall proceed with both the procedures.
d)	VoidGeneric UE configuration update and registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update collision
	If the UE receives a CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message before the ongoing registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update has been completed, and the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UDPATE COMMAND message indicates that the acknowledgement is requested, then the UE shall ignore the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and proceed with registration procedure for mobility and periodic update procedure. Otherwise the UE shall proceed with both the procedures.
e)	Generic UE configuration update and service request procedure collision
	If the UE receives a CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message before the ongoing service request procedure has been completed, the UE shall proceed with both the procedures.
