Overall description
CT1 is working on Multi-Device (MuD) and Multi-Identity (MiD) new MMTel services based on requirements defined in subclause 4.6 of TS 22.173. In C1-191492, CT1 has agreed on the data modelling, which has been included as a temporary Annex C in draft TS 24.174 v0.4.0 to help the full service specification.
In this context, CT1 has encountered 2 problems:
Problem 1: The data modelling proposes to include in the Service Data the information about non-native public user identities that can be used by the user (see figure below with IMPU2 stored in the MiD service data).
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For given user, it is possible to use several such non-native identities. However, it is not clear today if the current specifications allow storing this kind of information. Therefore, CT4 is asked to provide the guidance on how the information on non-native identities allowed to be used by the user is stored in the Service Profile.
Problem 2: The non-native identity configured in the Service Profile of a user may be a native identity of another user (alternative or external alternative identity cases) or it may be a virtual identity. In all these cases, there is a need to be able to have a Service Profile related to this non-native identity. In case of virtual identity, since it is not associated as native identity with any USIM card, there is a need to provision a dedicated entry in the subscriber database, for which at least a subscriber id and IMPI is needed (see figure below with VirtualA). However, it is not clear which parameters are necessary to be derived, and what should be the method used to derive and provision them in the subscriptions database, taking into consideration the lack of correlation with any USIM card.
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Therefore, CT4 is asked for guidance how the entry in subscriber database is created in case of virtual identity.
