5.1
Network resource management SEAL client (NRMSC)

The network resource management client functional entity acts as the application client for network resource management related transactions. To be compliant with the procedures in the present document the NRMSC shall:

a)
shall support the role of XCAP client as specified in IETF RFC 4825 [r4825];

support the role of XDMC as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [rOMAXDM]; 

c)
support the unicast resource management procedures in subclause 6.2.2; and
d)
support the multicast resource management procedures in subclause 6.2.3.
5.2
Network resource management SEAL server (NRMSS)

The network resource management server is a functional entity used to provide resource management of 3GPP system network resources (e.g. unicast, multicast) to one or more vertical applications. To be compliant with the procedures in the present document the NRMSS shall:

a)
shall support the role of XCAP client as specified in IETF RFC 4825 [r4825];

b)
support the role of XDMC as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [rOMAXDM]; 

c)
support the unicast resource management procedures in subclause 6.2.2; and

d)
support the multicast resource management procedures in subclause 6.2.3.
