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1. Introduction
The service interaction with the CONF service needs to be described in more detail.
2. Reason for Change
When the UE is using a non-registered identity to set up a conference call the UE needs to use this same identity for all calls it wants to join the conference. Further this identity needs to be used when the conference is created. It is proposed that the conference AS serving the used identity is handling the conference call. This requires that the REFER request needs to include the Additional-Identity header field.
The INVITE request from the UE creating the conference has a Request-URI addressing the conference factory of the network serving this UE. The AS serving the conference creator needs to convey the information that the request is addressing a conference factory. The AS can change the Request-URI to a default factory conference URI as specified in 23.003, or the AS can insert some indicator indicating that the INVITE is for a conference service.
The AS serving the used identity needs to authorize the request and modify the identities as well as forward the request to an appropriate conference factory.
3. Conclusions

There is an open question whether to a Request-URI or a specific parameter to identify the INVITE as a request for CONF. Ericsson view is that Request-URIs are always risky, so a different indicator is desirable. One proposal is a header field parameter to the Additional-Identity header field.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS <TS number and version>.

Conference calling (CONF)
4.6.8.1
Interactions for MuD service
No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.
4.6.8.2
Interactions for MiD service

4.6.8.2.1
UE procedures for MiD service
To be able to later use the CONF service, when the UE sends an INVITE request to a second user, the UE shall use the same identity as the UE used when setting up the first communication.
When creating the conference with an INVITE request the UE shall use the same identity as the UE used in the communications now on HOLD. If the UE uses identity C or identity D for the established sessions, the UE shall add the Addditional-Identity header field containing this identity. The UE sets the Request-URI to the same conference factory URI as the UE uses for the native identities.
When the UE adds a conference participant using the procedures in clause 5.3.1.5.3 in TS 24.147 [24147], the UE shall set the Referred-By header field in the REFER request to the same identity as the one used when creating the original session(s). If this identity is a non-registered identity (identity C or identity D) the UE adds the Additional-Identity header field containing this identity.
4.6.8.2.2
Actions at the AS serving the conference call initiator

If the AS receives an INVITE request with a Request-URI to a conference factory used in the serving network and an Additional-Identity header field, the AS in addition to the procedures in clause 4.5.3.2.1 adds a "conf" indicator to the request.
Editor's Note:
The "conf" indicator can take the form of e.g. a header field parameter or a default conference factory URI for the serving network of the identity in the Additional-Identity header field in the Request-URI. What to choose is FFS.
4.6.8.2.3
Actions at the AS serving the identity C or identity D
If the AS receives an INVITE request with an Additional-Identity header field the AS shall in additon to the procedures in clause 4.5.3.3 modify the Request-URI to include a conference factory URI of the serving network.
If the AS receives a REFER request containing an Additional-Identity header field, the AS shall in additon to the procedures in clause 4.5.3.3 verify that the identity in the Referred-By header field is consistent with the Additional-Identity header field, and if necessary replace the Referred-By header field value with the identity in the received Additional-Identity header field. The AS then forwards the REFER request following normal procedures.
