The AMF initiates the identification procedure by sending an IDENTITY REQUEST message to the UE and starting timer T3570 (see example in figure 5.4.3.2.1). The IDENTITY REQUEST message specifies the requested identification parameters in the Identity type information element. The AMF sends IDENTITY REQUEST message including a PEI to get a TAC for RACS operation.
