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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks CT1 for the incoming LS on IANA assigned values for mission critical in C1-195042 (S3-193926).

SA3 agrees with the conclusion of CT1 that an issue exists with the specified values from the value range "reserved for private use" and the IANA assigned values.  In addition, SA3 agrees with the 3 options specified by CT1:

1)
Go ahead and use the IANA registered values from rel-13, which means implementations get the backwards compatibility issue.

2)
Change to the IANA registered values from a later release, which means that equipment from that release will need to handle the backwards compatibility issue.

3)
Not update the CT1 specifications, but update the SA3 specifications to incorporate the CT1 specified values. This will cause backwards incompatibility in the SA3 specifications.
SA3 would like to add a fourth option for consideration:

4)
Support both the “reserved for private use” values and the IANA values simultaneously.

SA3 supports synchronizing to the IANA values within the CT1 and SA3 mission critical specifications while maintaining backwards compatibility if possible.  Hence the proposed Option 4 could be considered as a permanent solution, or it could be considered as a temporary solution with a view to transitioning to the IANA values from a future release.
