Client procedure

The procedure defined in this clause can be used by SEAL server to query list of users based on given geolocation area.

In order to query the list of users based on give geolocation area, the client shall send a HTTP POST request message according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 2616 [6]. In the HTTP POST request message, the SLM-C:

a)
shall set the Request-URI to the to the value "/query-userlist";

b)
shall include a Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml"; and

c)
shall include an application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml MIME body and in the <location-info> root element:

1)
shall include the <polygon-area> element of <geographical-area> element of <enter-specific-area> element of <geographical-area-change> element to the area of a polygon to be tracked; or
2)
shall include the <ellipsoid-arc-area> element of <geographical-area> element of <enter-specific-area> element of <geographical-area-change> element to the area of an ellipsoid arc to be tracked.

6.2.x.2
Server procedure

Upon reception of an HTTP POST request where the Request-URI of the HTTP POST request is set to "/query-userlist", the SLM-S:

a)
shall generate the list of users who are currently available in requested geographical area; and

b)
shall send HTTP 200 (OK) response to SLM-C. In the response:

1)
shall set Content-Type header to "application/json"; and

2)
shall include "users" parameters with space separated list of users generated in step b) and serialized into a JavaScript Object Notation (JSON) structure.
