CT1 would like to thank SA2 for the further feedback on the LS from CT1 (C1-199063/S2-2000024).
In the LS (S2-2001110/C1-200234) from SA2 the following description is included.
	Text from S2-2001110/C1-200234
SA2 assumes that the point:

"if the UE receives allowed NSSAI not including exactly the same S-NSSAI and the same mapped S-NSSAI (if available) associated with an existing PDU session, the PDU session is locally released "

 is supposed to reflect the following in the CR:

"With respect to each of the PDU session(s) active in the UE, if the allowed NSSAI contains neither:

a)
an S-NSSAI matching to the S-NSSAI of the PDU session; nor

b)
a mapped S-NSSAI matching to the mapped S-NSSAI of the PDU session;

the UE shall perform a local release of all such PDU sessions except for the persistent PDU session(s).

For each of the PDU session(s) active in the UE, if the allowed NSSAI contains a mapped S-NSSAI matching to the mapped S-NSSAI of the PDU session, the UE shall locally update the S-NSSAI associated with the PDU session to the corresponding S-NSSAI received in the allowed NSSAI."
SA2's understanding is that the LS reply is too restrictive and is not inline with the referenced CR text, but SA2 agree with the logic of the agreed CR text.


The text (in red) in C1-199063/S2-2000024 quoted by S2-2001110/C1-200234 is about Rel-15 operation, which, of course, is restrictive and is not in line with the referenced Rel-16 CR.

	Text from C1-199063/S2-2000024

In Rel-15, the AMF needs to include, in the allowed NSSAI, an S-NSSAI for the current PLMN and a mapped S-NSSAI (if available), which are included in the requested NSSAI and are allowed to the UE, and in this case, the S-NSSAI for the current PLMN and the mapped S-NSSAI (if available) included in the allowed NSSAI are the same as the ones included in the requested NSSAI because if the UE receives allowed NSSAI not including exactly the same S-NSSAI and the same mapped S-NSSAI (if available) associated with an existing PDU session, the PDU session is locally released. For Rel-16 UE behaviour, please refer to C1-1988910.
