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	Reason for change:
	In case a UE that has locally deregistered over 3GPP access or has locally moved to 5GMM-NULL state over 3GPP access receives a notification message over non-3GPP access, then the UE sends the notification response message to the network and MAY include the PDU session status IE. The network will not be made aware that the UE is in one of these states. However, to improve and reduce the possible triggers for the network to page the UE again over 3GPP access (or send the notification message over non-3GPP access), it is proposed that the UE is mandated to inlcude the PDU session status IE. With this all the PDU sessions over the 3GPP access will be locally released in the network and, as the PDU sessions are the most likely cause to page the UE this is good enough. SMS can be sent to the UE over non-3GPP access.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	When the UE receives a notification message over N3GPP access and is in 5GMM-DEREGISTERED state or 5GMM-NULL state over 3GPP access, then the UE shall include the PDU session status IE in the notfication response message sent over N3GPP access.

Abnormal cases on the UE side
The following abnormal cases can be identified:
a)
NOTIFICATION message received via non-3GPP access with access type indicating 3GPP access when UE-initiated 5GMM specific procedure or service request procedure over 3GPP access is ongoging.

The UE shall ignore the NOTIFICATION message.
b)
For case b) in subclause 5.6.3.1, if the UE upon reception of NOTIFICATION message is in 5GMM-DEREGISTERED state or 5GMM-NULL state then the UE shall respond with NOTIFICATION RESPONSE message and shall include the PDU session status information element to indicate the PDU session(s) status over the 3GPP access.
