	Implementers have observed that the specification contains two editor’s notes under clauses 7.3.4 and 7.3.5 on abnormal cases for the IKE SA establishment procedure for untrusted non-3GPP access, quote:
Editor's note:	The abnormal cases in the UE for this specific procedure (not specified in IETF RFC 7296 [6]) are FFS.
Editor's note:	The abnormal cases in the N3IWF for this specific procedure (not specified in IETF RFC 7296 [6]) are FFS.
The specification was considered frozen long time ago so the editor’s notes have to be removed to avoid leaving doubt to implementers.
After analysis, we cannot find any other case than the ones already captured by the IETF RFC 7296.

Interoperability impact analysis
The proposed change fix remaining editor’s notes on abnormal cases in the UE and in the N3IWF for the IKE SA establishment procedure for untrusted non-3GPP access. At present, there are no abnormal cases defined in the specification for that procedure so the CR is backwards compatible.

	Editor’s notes remain in the specification when is considered frozen from long time which leads to unclarity on abnormal cases and UE and network (N3IWF) behaviour for implementation. This can result in different implementations in the field, and therefore to not deterministic behaviour
