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	Reason for change:
	When an MCPTT server receives a valid SIP PUBLISH request with "expires=0", it removes the binding between the MCPTT ID and the public user identity, logging off the user. Current text says that "MCPTT service settings" are removed. It is unclear that all affiliations to MCPTT groups should also be removed. TS 23.280 CR 0191 rev 3 clarifies that affiliations are also to be removed.
Additionally, the local counter of service authorisations needs to be decremented when the UE is "lost" and IMS decides to terminate the IMS session.

	A NOTE is added in subclause 7.3.5 to clarify that removal of MCPTT service bindings includes removal of affiliations to MCPTT groups.
The local counter of the number of service authorisations is decremented.

2)	shall remove the MCPTT service settings for all MCPTT service instances associated with the MCPTT ID;

3)	shall remove the binding between the MCPTT ID and public user identity associated with the terminated IMS session; and
4)	shall decrement the local counter of the number of service authorisations for that MCPTT ID by 1.
