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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes a Key Issue #X: PLMN (= not subject to the disaster) selection when a "Disaster Condition" applies.
2. Reason for Change
Based on the KI#4, there is also a scenario where there may be more than one available PLMNs indicating that Disaster Condition applies, and these PLMNs shall all be considered available for PLMN selection while the Disaster Condition is applicable. In this case, the UE shall select one from them, and the legacy PLMN selection procedure in 23.122 does not address this case.
Therefore, the PLMN selection when there may be more than one available PLMNs indicating that Disaster Condition applies is a valid issue for which a solution needs to be provided.
3. Proposal

Key issue #X: PLMN selection when a "Disaster Condition" applies
Based on the KI#4, there is also a scenario where there may be more than one available PLMNs indicating that Disaster Condition applies, and these PLMNs shall all be considered available for PLMN selection while the Disaster Condition is applicable. In this case, the UE shall select one from them, therefore, the following questions are expected to be studied within this key issue:

1. How the UE selects PLMN if it is determined that a "Disaster Condition" applies;

a) If there are more than one PLMNs (= not subject to the disaster) which are available to provide services, how the UE selects one from them.
2. What information could be available to aid in the PLMN selection when a "Disaster Condition" applies.
