A UE shall be ready to respond to an IDENTITY REQUEST message at any time whilst in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode.
However, it is stated in in subclause 5.5.2.2.6 the following:

e)	De-registration and 5GMM common procedure collision.
	De-registration containing de-registration type "switch off":
-	If the UE receives a message used in a 5GMM common procedure before the de-registration procedure has been completed, this message shall be ignored and the de-registration procedure shall continue.
Which means that the UE shall ignore the IDENTITY REQUEST message in case the UE receives that message while the UE-initiated de-registration procedure due to switch off is ongoing.

Hence subclause 5.4.3.3 needs to be corrected to comply with that collision situation, since in that case the UE is not needed to answer the IDENTITY REQUEST message, so the phrase "at any time" is not correct.

Please note that in the UE-initiated de-registration procedure due to switch off case, the UE will always switch off anyway and will not be waiting for any response from the NW side, hence it is a correct behaviour for the UE to ignore the IDENTITY REQUEST message if received in that case.

	Consequences if not approved:

Upon receipt of the IDENTITY REQUEST message:
a)	if the Identity type IE in the IDENTITY REQUEST message is not set to "SUCI", the UE shall send an IDENTITY RESPONSE message to the network. The IDENTITY RESPONSE message shall contain the identification parameters as requested by the network; and
b)	if the Identity type IE in the IDENTITY REQUEST message is set to "SUCI", the UE shall:
