Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN5 for their LS on LS on inconsistency in specifying handling of MCPTT SIP 183 (Session Progress) response in TS 24.379.

Existing procedure in 24.379 (“11.1.1.4.1 Originating procedures”) at controlling function: 

· The controlling MCPTT function will generate a SIP INVITE request "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function" and send towards the terminating client through terminating participating MCPTT function.

· The terminating participating MCPTT function after determining the auto commencement mode shall generate and send a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response to the "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function". 

· a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response to the "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function" is received at the controlling MCPTT function is NOT handled. The controlling function is handling a SIP 180 and 200 OK responses.

The commencement modes at terminating clients are handled as describe below:
· Automatic commencement mode

· The group call and private call : a SIP 200 (OK) response is sent on receiving the “SIP INVITE request for terminating client”.

· Manual commencement mode

· The private call : a SIP 180 (Ringing) response is sent on receiving the “SIP INVITE request for terminating client”.

· The group call : a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response is sent on receiving the “SIP INVITE request for terminating client”.

Conclusion: Based on above observations, the generating and sending of a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response to the "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function" at participating function is not required, i.e The text in subclause “6.3.2.2.5.2 Automatic commencement for On-Demand session” is not applicable and CT1 would like to clear the text in future meetings.
