Introduction

This solution addresses the following key issue:

Key Issue #XC: Indication of accessibility from other PLMNs not subject to disaster to the UE
This solution is based on a cell of a PLMN A (= alive and not subject to disaster) broadcasting "disaster roaming PLMN list" indicating PLMNs which have "Disaster Condition" and for which the PLMN A is able to provide disaster roaming.
6.X.2
Detailed description
In the description, PLMN D is subject to disaster and PLMN A is alive and not subject to disaster.
When a PLMN A is informed that another PLMN D has "Disaster Condition" in an area and the PLMN A is able to accept "Disaster Inbound Roamers" from PLMN D in the area, then PLMN A configures PLMN A's NG-RAN cells serving the area to broadcast "disaster roaming PLMN list" including PLMN ID of PLMN D. The configuration is done using O&M.

Editor's note: it is FFS whether the content of the "disaster roaming PLMN list" is influenced by conclusions for Key Issue #<x>: Prevention of signalling overload in PLMNs not subject to disaster.

A UE determines that PLMN A can accept "Disaster Inbound Roamers" from PLMN D if:

a)
PLMN A's NG-RAN cell broadcasts "disaster roaming PLMN list" including PLMN ID of PLMN D;

b)
PLMN A is in UE's list of forbidden PLMNs; and
c)
PLMN D is HPLMN of the UE or is not in UE's list of forbidden PLMNs.
Editor's note: Extension of broadcast signalling is subject to agreement of RAN WGs.
