	TS 23.282 indicates that HTTP is suitable for both mandatory and non-mandatory download. File Distribution (FD) request messages in TS 23.282 all (i.e. for both HTTP and the user plane) specify a download indicator IE that can indicate either mandatory or non-mandatory. 
TS 23.282 subclause 7.5.2.4.1 states "The MCData client uses HTTP file distribution to download a file that is uploaded by another MCData client. The procedure is appropriate for both mandatory and non-mandatory download cases." 
TS 23.282 sublcause 7.5.2.5.1 states "The MCData client uses the media plane for a standalone data file download from another MCData client. The procedure is appropriate for both mandatory and non-mandatory download cases."
TS 24.282 subclause 10.2.1.1, however, states that non-mandatory downloads "shall" follow subclause 10.2.4 (HTTP), while mandatory downloads "shall" follow subclause 10.2.5 (media plane, i.e. MSRP).
Stage 3 needs to be aligned with stage 2.
