Overall description
CT1 would like to thank RAN2 on their LS on supporting discontinuous coverage. 
Regarding the CT1 plans related to the support for discontinuous coverage for IoT NTN in Rel-17, CT1 confirms that there could be substantial impacts within the CT1 scope, which would consist of: 
a)
providing stage 3 support for stage 2 requirements coming from SA2; and
b)
aspects related to “supporting discontinuous coverage without excessive UE power consumption and without excessive failures / recovery actions”, described in the RAN2 LS, handled directly in CT1, e.g. NAS timers and PLMN selection.     

Regarding bullet a), SA2 did not include the support for discontinuous coverage in their WID on IoT NTN support for EPS (S2-2106794). While the aspects described in bullet b) do not depend on the stage 2 requirements from SA2, CT1 considers that it would not be appropriate for EPS to provide support for the discontinuous coverage for IoT NTN in Rel-17 partially, i.e. without providing the support in all related aspects. CT1 will therefore follow the SA2 decision in all aspects of the support for discontinuous coverage in EPS in Rel-17. It is a CT1 understanding that SA2 will re-discuss the issue in light of the RAN LS to SA2 in RP-212493.
