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1. Overall Description:
CT1  has been discussing the use of SERVICE REQUEST message, for a multi-USIM UE in EPS in the context of removing paging restrictions. Currently, for a multi-USIM UE, the SERVICE REQUEST message in EPS can be used to remove paging restrictions in the network. This is done by sending the SERVICE REQUEST message and not including the Paging restriction IE.
The SERVICE REQUEST message cannot include any new IEs. Hence, currently if the UE sends a legacy SERVICE REQUEST message, since it does not include the Paging restriction IE, the network inadvertently interprets it as a request from UE to remove the paging restrictions. However, this is not the desired outcome as the SERVICE REQUEST message was sent for other reasons, and not for removing paging restrictions for a multi-USIM UE.
As such, CT1 has decided to use EXTENDED SERVICE REQUEST message for removing paging restrictions in a multi-USIM UE and the SERVICE REQUEST message will not be used in this regard. The attached CR in C1-21xxxx was agreed in CT1.
