Client procedure
Upon receiving a request from a UAV application to de-register for receiving UAV application messages from the UAS application specific server, the UAE-C shall generate an HTTP POST request message according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 7231 [5]. In the HTTP POST request message, the UAE-C:

a)
shall set the Request-URI to the URI of the UAE-S for which the UAS UE has successfully registered (see subclause 6.6);

b)
shall include a Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.uae-info+xml";
c)
shall include an application/vnd.3gpp.uae-info+xml MIME body and in the <de-registration-info> element in the <UAE-info> root element:

1)
shall include a <UAV-id> element set to the identity of the UAV which initiates the UAS UE de-registration procedure; and
d)
shall send the HTTP POST request message towards the UAE-S.
