Overall description
CT1 has discussed to support ID_UAS feature in EPS and found the issue on using protocol configuration options IE or extended protocol configuration options IE to carry the parameters for UUAA or for C2 authorization from the UE during attach procedure due to the limitation of size of protocol configuration options IE (i.e., 255octets) of IP based PDN connection in WB-S1 mode. Therefore, CT1 would like to ask feedback from SA2 for following alternatives discussed in CT1:
Alternative 1) UAS solution working with any MME supporting ePCO IE as specified in baseline, in which UE negotiates with network providing large UAS parameter and if negotiated, the UE provides the large UAS parameters in ePCO IE in BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUEST to be sent immediately after establishment of the PDN connection.
Alternative 2) UAS solution working with MME supporting ePCO IE, in which ePCO IE is included in PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST for IP based PDN connection in WB-S1 mode, similar with Non-IP or NB-IoT support. It requires both UE and MME impact to include ePCO IE in PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST for IP based PDN connection in WB-S1 mode.
Alternative 3) UAS solution working with any MME as specified in baseline, and then large UAS parameters would be segmented and provided in parts in PCO IE of PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST and one or more BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUESTs to be sent immediately after establishment of the PDN connection.
