This discussion paper analyses some of the stage#2 contributions of the TS 23.434 for their impacts on CT1 specifications. This discussion paper mainly analyses contributions S6-210677, S6-210359, S6-211455, S6-210921, S6-211030, S6-211068 and S6-211840.

2.1
Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-210677
In S6-210677, SA6 agreed a new API "SS_LocationAreaInfoRetrieval" API to request UEs information in an application defined proximity range of a location with known consumer as VAL server. Thus, the required changes are outside scope of CT1.

Observation #1: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CR S6-210677.
2.2
Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-210359
In S6-210359, SA6 agreed to add EN to identify the VAL service for location management request.

As per 3GPP TS 24.545, an access token is included in the Authorization header field of the all HTTP requests.

As per Table 5.2.3-1 of 3GPP TS 33.434, an access token contains the VAL service ID for at least one authorized service.

Observation #2: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CR S6-210359.

2.3
Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-211455
In S6-210677, SA6 made fixes to the description of the IEs in Information flows for Location reporting trigger, Location information subscription request and Location information subscription response procedures. The information elements for all these procedures are already defined and used in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545.

Observation #3: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CR S6-211455.

Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-210921
In S6-210921, SA6 agreed to enhance Location Management Service to include supplementary location information to verticals (e.g. UASAPP). As per the agreed changes, the VAL server may include an indication for supplementary location information in a location information subscription request. Based on the request, the VAL server obtains the location information from 3GPP CN. The changes are outside scope of CT1.

Observation #4: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CR S6-210921.
2.5
Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-211030
In S6-210921, SA6 agreed following rqquirement for the location management service.

[AR-4.3.2-g] The SEAL shall provide a mechanism to enable vertical applications to obtain a list of UE(s), and the location information of each UE, in the proximity to a designated/requested location.

The required procedure between VAL server and Location Management server for this requirement is specified in clause 9.3.10. As the procedure is between the VAL server and the Location Management server, the required changes are outside scope of CT1.
Observation #5: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CR S6-211030.
2.6
Analysis of CT1 impacts of S6-211068 and S6-211840
In S6-211068, SA6 agreed Events Monitoring procedure as new SEAL NRM service. The procedure allows the VAL server to monitor and report the events related to the VAL UE from the 3GPP core network. In S6-211840, SA6 enhanced the event monitoring (including analytics event) function for VAL server. As the feature is defined for the VAL server, the required changes are outside scope of CT1.
Observation #6: No changes are required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.548 based on SA6 agreed CRs S6-211068 and S6-211840.

As analysed and observed in clause 2.1, clause 2.2, clause 2.3, clause 2.4 and clause 2.5 of this discussion paper, there are no changes required in CT1 specification 3GPP TS 24.545 based on SA6 agreed CRs S6-210677, S6-210359, S6-211455, S6-210921 and S6-211030.
