CT1 has agreed to introduce a new configuration parameter called "indication of whether disaster roaming is enabled in the UE", which can be set as follows:

0

Disaster roaming is disabled in the UE

1

Disaster roaming is enabled in the UE

If the UE does not have an indication of whether disaster roaming is enabled in the UE stored in the ME, or the indication of whether disaster roaming is enabled in the UE stored in the ME is set to "Disaster roaming is disabled in the UE", disaster roaming is disabled at the UE. In this case, the UE shall not perform disaster roaming. If the indication of whether disaster roaming is enabled in the UE stored in the ME is set to "Disaster roaming is enabled in the UE", the UE can perform disaster roaming.
CT1 also has agreed to configure this indication in the UE using the UE Parameters Update via UDM Control Plane Procedure as described in 3GPP TS 23.502 clause 4.20.
