	ETSI TCCE WG4 standardisation work on LMR interworking with TETRA has shown the need to have interworking-specific warning codes to handle the error case for when an MCData client-initiated SDS addresses an application which is not supported in the LMR system, or when a disposition notification is requested when the mapped application protocol in the LMR system does not support disposition notification. Both error cases will arise as a result of mis-configuration in the MCData system. This creates a FASMO risk in either not knowing why a message has been rejected, not knowing whether all members of the group received the message and/or multiple re-send attempts by the MCData system.
