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1. Overall Description:

CT1 introduced dedicated forbidden SNPN lists for localized services.

If a UE performs the registration in a SNPN for localized services and the network rejects the UE due to invalid time for accessing an SNPN that provides access to localized services or the network triggers deregistration to the UE after end of localized services, the UE will add the SNPN in the forbidden SNPN list for localized services and start a timer so that the UE can remove the SNPN from the forbidden list upon expiry of the timer.
As the time validity information for localized services stored in the UE may be invalid (e.g., outdated), the network assistant information (e.g., a timer value for the next access) during registration reject or network-initiated deregistration request is useful for successful SNPN selection in the next valid time period.
Question: Can the network provide the assistant information to the UE so that the UE can remove the SNPN, which is rejected or deregistered by the network, from a forbidden SNPN list for localized services?
