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1. Introduction
As part of the work on 5G_eLCS_Ph3, CT1 will specify a protocol solution for the transfer of location service messages via user plane. A new TS, 24.572, has been created for this.
2. Reason for Change
The establishment of a PDU session is a pre-requisite for use of LCS-UPP and location related message transport via user plane. Therefore, a clause should be added under LCS-UPP general clause to specify the requirements for such PDU session establishment.
In stage 2 (23.273) of the user plane positioning feature (clause 6.18) it is specified for both LMF initiated and UE initiated cases that LMF provides the UE with user plane information to establish a secured user plane connection between UE and LMF. Based on the user plane information, which is part of new signaling, the UE is expected to establish a PDU session for user plane connectivity between UE and LMF and this is done via existing functionality as specified in 24.501. For further signaling to achieve a secured user plane connection using LCS-UPP, is expected to be introduced in 24.572.
To link the new parts of secure user plane establishment in 24.572 with the existing use and signaling for PDU session establishment, it is proposed to add a clause for PDU session establishment. 
3. Conclusions
It is proposed to add a dedicated clause for PDU session establishment under the LCS-UPP general clause, and add editor’s notes for the scope of this clause.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.572 v0.1.0.
