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	Reason for change:
	In TS 23.501 clause 5.15.17, it specifies the following:
“When the User Plane Resources are activated for a PDU Session of an S-NSSAI part of the Partially Allowed NSSAI and the UE moves to a TA which is not part of the list of TAs associated with the S-NSSAI, the User Plane Resources for the PDU Session shall be deactivated, but the PDU Session context in UE and SMF is not released. The User Plane Resources for the PDU Session shall not be activated as long as the UE is located in a TA which is not part of the list of TAs associated with the S-NSSAI of the Partially Allowed NSSAI. The UE and SMF shall not exchange user data as payload of a NAS message in both uplink and downlink directions.”
The above highlight stage 2 requirement should be reflected in stage 3.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	For an existing PDU session associated with an S-NSSAI included in the partially allowed NSSAI, if current TA is not in the list of TAs where the S-NSSAI is allowed, the user plane resources for the established PDU session shall be deactivated, and the UE and the SMF shall not exchange user data as payload of a NAS message in both uplink and downlink directions.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	For an existing PDU session associated with an S-NSSAI included in the partially allowed NSSAI, if current TA is not in the list of TAs where the S-NSSAI is allowed, the user plane resources for the established PDU session may not be deactivated.

If the S-NSSAI is included in the partially allowed NSSAI and:
a)	if the current TAI is in the list of TAs for which the S-NSSAI is allowed, the UE can initiate the UE-requested PDU session establishment procedure for the S-NSSAI; or
b)	if the current TAI is in the list of TAs for which the S-NSSAI is rejected, the UE shall not initiate the UE-requested PDU session establishment procedure for the S-NSSAI.
If an existing PDU session is established for the S-NSSAI included in the partially allowed NSSAI and:
