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5.5.3.1.1
Calls originated from circuit-switched networks

When the MGCF receives an indication of an incoming call from a circuit-switched network, the MGCF shall:

-
determine the initial target for an outgoing INVITE request by translating the E.164 address for the called party to a “tel” format URI. 
-
determine the destination address for a default I-CSCF in the network associated with the target.  
-
generate and send an INVITE request to the appropriate destination:

-
set the Request-URI to the URI of the target;

-
set the Supported header to "100rel" (see RFC 3312 [30] as updated by draft-ietf-sip-rfc3312-update [64]));

-
include an P-Asserted-Identity header, depending on corresponding information in the circuit-switched network;

-
create a new, globally unique value for the icid parameter and insert it into the P-Charging-Vector header; and

-
insert an orig-ioi parameter into the P-Charging-Vector header. The orig-ioi parameter shall be set to a value that identifies the sending network in which the MGCF resides and the term-ioi parameter shall not be included.

When the MGCF receives a 1xx or 2xx response to a request for a dialog, the MGCF shall store the value of the received term-ioi parameter received in the P-Charging-Vector header, if present. The term-ioi parameter identifies the sending network of the response message. 
If the MGCF receives a 4xx response to a request for a dialog, it should retry the request if it can correct the error identified in the response.

If the MGCF receives a 3xx response to a request for a dialog, it may try one or more new requests according to the value of the response code and the contact header, according to the redirection procedures in RFC 3261 [26].  For each new target attempted until a successful session is established, the MGCF performs the following steps: 
· if the new target is an E.164 address, the MGCF shall translate the E.164 address to a globally routeable SIP URI, optionally using an ENUM/DNS translation mechanism with the format specified in RFC 3761 [24].  If the translation fails, the MGCF send the request to a BGCF or other appropriate entity, or it may release the call with an appropriate reason code.
· the MGCF shall determine the destination address associated with the target.
· the MGCF shall generate and send an INVITE request to the appropriate destination according to the third step of the procedure above for an incoming call from a circuit switched network.
The MGCF may alternately release the call when receiving a 3xx response.
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
