Introduction
 In current TS24.008, when PS domain status is changed to barred, the value of T3212 is copied from T3312 and T3312 is started. LAU is sent and Gs interface is deactivated at the time of T3212 expiry. 
However if the UE originates a CS call before the first expiry of T3212, T3212 is reset before Gs interface deactivated. So the UE is implicitly detached when the mobile reachable time expiry (i.e. a little after T3312 expiry) and UE can not terminate the CS call. Figure1 shows this issue.

Discussion
The cause of this issue is that Gs interface is not deactivated in proper timing. Therefore we would like to propose that LAU shall be sent at the time of T3312 first expiry, and T3212 is started.
