Initial emergency registration or user-initiated emergency reregistration

When the S-CSCF receives a REGISTER request without an "integrity-protected" parameter, or with the "integrity-protected" parameter in the Authorization header set to "no" and the To header includes an emergency public user identity the S-CSCF shall perform the actions as specified in subclause 5.4.1.2.1.

Editor’s note: The need for an emergency service indication in the REGISTER request is for further study. The header Priority defines an “emergency indication”. However it is only defined for INVITE. Also investigate draft-ietf-sip-resource-priority for its applicability.

When the S-CSCF receives a REGISTER request with the "integrity-protected" parameter in the Authorization header set to "yes", the S-CSCF shall identify the user by the public user identity as received in the To header and the private user identity as received in the Authorization header of the REGISTER request the S-CSCF shall perform the actions as specified in subclause 5.4.1.2.2 with the following additions:

-
the S-CSCF shall not include a Service-Route in the 200 (OK) to the REGISTER request; and

-
the S-CSCF shall not send any third-party REGISTER requests to any AS;
-
the S-CSCF shall check if the Contact header in the REGISTER rquest contains the feature tag sip.service="urn:service:sos ", indicating that this is an emergency registration;

NOTE 1:
Since the emergency public user identity is not shared, there will be single contact information available for the emergency public user identity.
-
if this is an emergency registration, the S-CSCF shall:
-
store the associated emergency public user identities including the emergency tel URI received from the HSS and associate them to the registered emergency public user identity;
-
 store the emergency Path hader received in the authenticated emergency REGISTER request during the entire emergency registration period of the respective emergency public user identity. The S-CSCF shall use the emergency Path hader to build a proper preloaded Route header values for new emergency dialogs and emergency standalone transactions destined for the UE; and
-
associate the emergency Path hader with the registered emergency public user identity;
NOTE 2:
The S-CSCF will have two Path headers, one used for the emergency dialogs and emergency standalone transactions destined for the UE and obtained during the emergency registration, and the other used for the non-emergency communication and obtained during the non-emergency registration. The respective Path headers may specify two different P-CSCFs.
