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1 Introduction
When user registered to IMS network, S-CSCF will check whether it need notify AS based on the service profile using the 3rd party register message. In the current specification the IMPU in the register message has been checked, it is not clear how to handle other IMPU in the same implicit register set. 

This question has been discussed from CT1#40 meeting, the related contribution can be found on C1-051457/1458/1459 and C1-060379/0380.  Till now two methods has been suggested:
Method A:  Send 3rd party registration message based on IMPU.
Method B:  Send 3rd party registration message based on service profile.
From the discussion we found that two methods all have some defects. Method A does not need any assumption on AS based on our current specification. But it may send some unnecessary SIP signaling on ISC interface on some case. Method B can prevent send some unnecessary SIP signaling on ISC interface but it need do some assumption on AS.

On the CT1#41 meeting we suggest using the method A, but it seems the consensus would like the Method B. From that view we provide a CR based on Method B. 
2 Proposal
We hope CT1 can make a decision on whether Method A or Method B can be accepted as a final solution and endorse it.
