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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT WG1 has now initiated the stage-3 work on Multimedia Telephony. The stage 1 work for this (3GPP TS 22.173) is substantially an endorsement by reference of the requirements within a TISPAN document. There are equivalent TISPAN stage 3 specifications.

While looking into the TISPAN stage-3 technical specifications for the supplementary services, some issues have been raised where 3GPP CT WG1 would like to get further guideance on how to progress. The reason for this is that referencing the TISPAN TSs raise the following concens:

1. TISPAN does not specify terminal specific requirements. Therefore the TISPAN supplementary service specifications do not contain sufficient requirements for the UE. 3GPP CT WG1 specifies the behaviour for the IMS UE, and therefore the impacts on the IMS UE for the supplementary services need to be specified.


2. The TISPAN specifications contain both text which is TISPAN specific and does not apply to a 3GPP environment, and also text that is more approporiate to the IMS core specifications 3GPP TS 24.229 and 3GPP TS 29.163. This makes the specifications not fully in line with the structure and content of the 3GPP TSs.


3. 3GPP SA has requested the terminology like 'TISPAN NGN' to be considered in order to e.g. have specifications that are agnostic to the access technology.

These are all issues that can either be dealt with by communication with ETSI TISPAN or by modification in the referencing 3GPP specification.

3GPP CT WG1 has identified the above issues as topics that could be resolved, and has so far taken the following working assumptions in order not to stall progress on the work item:


1. 3GPP CT WG1 assumes that the normative requirements on the UE are addressed within the technical specification of each supplementary service.

2. 3GPP CT WG1 see benefits with only one specification for 3GPP and TISPAN for each supplementary service in order to avoide deviation of the requirements for TISPAN and 3GPP.


3. 3GPP CT WG1 would encourage that 3GPP and TISPAN can come to an an agreement on how to handle the technical specifications for the multimedia telephony supplementary services.


4. In order to progress on  the work, it can be noted that in 3GPP CT WG1 has created a temporary annex 3GPP TS 24.173 where it is intended to document our issues with the relevant TISPAN TSs.

If endorsement by reference of the TISPAN document is the way forward, 3GPP should investigate the appropriate documentation for endorsements, and initiate appropriate amendments to the drafting rules.
