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1. Overall Description:

CT6 would like to thank SA1 for their LS informing CT6 about new requirements having potential effects on CT6 technical specifications. CT6 has studied the provided documents and has reached the following conclusions:

· S1-060173: Use of IMS emergency identifier

CT6 sees nothing in these requirements that would need any work on CT6 side.

· S1-060326: Clarification of using EHPLMN for Network Selection Principles
· S1-060330: Confirmed Roaming
· S1-060331: Capability of UE to read USIM information for Network Selection

In these cases CT6 believes that CT1 might have to do some changes prior to any work in CT6. Therefore, CT6 prefers to wait for their outcome before studying any modification of the CT6 technical specifications.
· S1-060328: Last RPLMN

It was indicated during the meeting, that this CR was not approved in SA plenary. Therefore, CT6 is waiting for this requirement to stabilize before any technical work.
· S1-060333: Requirement for presentation of additional information in manual mode

CT6 would like to get clarification on the following issues:

· It is assumed that there will be a 1 to 1 relationship beween the PLMNs and the additional information, so that each PLMN can be associated with a particular set of supplementary data. This would not exclude that several PLMNs could share the same information if appropriate. CT6 would like SA1 to cofirm this understanding. 

· The nature of the data to provide is unclear. Some examples are given, but in order to identify the appropriate way of handling such information in the USIM, CT6 would prefer to have clearer guidance on the type and size of the information elements that could be provisioned.
· CT6 feels it might be quite difficult and memory consuming to provide this kind of information for all the networks were operators have a roaming agreement and which can potentially be contained in the different PLMN Selection lists on the USIM. It should be noted that the two main lists (Operator and User Controlled PLMN Selection Lists) can contain hundreds of PLMNs in total.
· The contents of the PLMN Selection list are usually subject to frequent changes and updates by the operator employing over-the-air mechanisms, e.g. for dynamic roaming control. It is very  likely to become a real challenge to keep the additional information synchronised with the contents of the lists, so to avoid providing wrong, outdated or obsolete information.
