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1. Overall Description:

CT plenary would like to thank CT1 for progressing the stage 3 specification work on Multimedia Telephony, and for bringing up the issues identified in their LS (CP-060287) to the attention of the CT plenary. 

In conjunction with the CT1 LS, CT plenary also discussed a company contribution (CP-060346) co-signed by a number of companies, attached in this LS. The contribution expands on CT1’s concerns and goals, and provides the required guidelines.

3GPP CT confirms again the importance of having a unified IMS in the industry as basis for convergence between wireline and wireless. Adopting TISPAN Supplementary Services as part of the “Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS” Work Item is a very positive initial step towards that goal.  

3GPP CT also acknowledges CT1’s goal to achieve one single set of specifications for both 3GPP and TISPAN for each supplementary service. 

After discussing both the CT1 LS in CP-060287 and the company contribution in CP-060346, CT informs CT1 that their current working assumption, to temporarily store the required 3GPP functionalities to TISPAN Supplementary Services Technical Specifications in a temporary annex in 3GPP TS 24.173, is endorsed by the plenary. 

However, 3GPP CT has a strong preference for a single management structure of the Supplementary Service specifications.  3GPP CT believes the most effective way of doing this is to transition the responsibility for the stage 3 of the Supplementary Services into 3GPP.  Reasons for doing this are:

One common set of specifications for both the fixed and mobile accesses 
The production of two different sets of Multimedia Telephony Supplementary Service specifications will surely and eventually result in deviations in the standards, products, and a user’s experience of the same service. The architecture shall provide the same converged services and capabilities to be deployed across access technologies with a minimized increase in operating expenses.
Globalization of TISPAN work
3GPP is a global organization that brings together a number of telecommunications standards bodies. Although referencing the ETSI TISPAN regional specifications in 3GPP specifications has been agreed, it does not wholly facilitate for a true globalization of the services. 

Completion of the Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS
The 3GPP target is to put in place a complete set of Multimedia Telephony service specifications for R7. To facilitate industry-wide adoption of the specifications, it is essential that we already in R7 establish specification structures and responsibilities that are sustainable in the long term and avoid an interim character.

Lack of UE Procedures

TISPAN does not specify terminal specific requirements.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT1 can proceed with their current working assumption to temporarily store the required 3GPP functionalities to TISPAN Supplementary Services Technical Specifications in a temporary annex in 3GPP TS 24.173.

To [TISPAN, TISPAN WG3] groups.

ACTION:  To consider how to best achieve a single management structure for supplementary services and respond back to the next 3GPP CT #33 with their views.
