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1. Introduction

This contribution discusses the handling of emergency request without type in typed emergency service country.
2. Discussion
It shall be possible to route emergency calls to different emergency call centers, depending on the type of emergency . It is not specified how the network in those country should do when receiving a emergency request without type(i.e. the request with the request URI “urn::service:sos”). The proper Emergency Center can’t be routed without emergency type.   There are two methods to handle the such request in this scenario: 
firstly ,network should response the request with response code 485, the message looks like:
SIP/2.0 485 Ambiguous

Contact: police <urn::service:sos.police>

Contact: fire <urn:service:sos.fire>

Contact: ambulance <urn::service:sos.ambulance>
when user receives this response, he will choose a new contact to set up a emergency call.

This method is simple and direct.

secondly, network can route the request to a default PSAP, maybe a AS in the network. this method is traditional.
3. Proposal
The following is proposed to be added to the TR 24.229:

abnormal cases
If ECSCF can’t route the request to the proper PSAP because of  lack of emergency type,  ecscf may send back a 485 response containing emergency type and associated URN, or route the request to a default PSAP.
