Introduction  

It is envisaged that many subscribers will possess more than one device for running mobile communication services in the near future. These devices may differ in their capabilities and users may want to redirect services to the appropriate device. These devices may be registered to a Personal Network (PN).  In order to provide facilities for the users to manage their PN, the service requirements for Personal Network Management function, such as setup, configuration, and operation of Personal Networks, has been specified by SA1 in 3GPP TS 22.259 (Service requirements for Personal Network Management (PNM)). 3GPP TS 22.259 was approved at SA#31. 
This contribution intends to discuss the way of the further working on PNM.

Further work considerations
At SA2#53 the architecture for PNM was discussed. Since SA2 saw that under current working assumptions the architectural changes were minor and the CT work is not supposed to be affected by SA2 decisions on the stage 2 realization as the PNM implementation will only rely on the existing specifications. The stage 2 work on PNM was agreed to be documented in 3GPP TS 23.228 by adding an informative annex to cover the normative PNM architecture aspects.  However 3GPP TS 23.228 does not specify procedures for the CS domain which are basic components for the PNM functionality. Therefore it is Vodafone's believe that all the works for PNM should be done within CT1 & CT4. To do that, it is proposed that a new specification should be developed to cover the stage 2 the CS and IMS procedures for PNM. Based on the new specification all needed changes to stage 3 shall be covered by CRs against existing specifications. 

From our point of view CT1 shall be primary and CT4 secondary responsible for the new specification.
