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1. Overall Description:

Bullet 6 in 3GPP TS 23.228 V 7.6.0 Section 4.13.2 has the following text:
It shall be possible for the UE to indicate its service capabilities to the network and for the network to inform the UE which of those capabilities can be used, e.g. during registration, using the IMS communication service identifier.
Two possible interpretations of this requirement were advocated:

1. The list of communication services that the UE can use must be provided only in a SIP response to a SIP REGISTER request received from the UE and this list will be either identical to the one provided by the UE in the SIP REGISTER request or a subset of it.
2. The network can provide the list of supported services to a UE prior to the UE initiating an IMS registration, e.g. via configuration using OMA DM.

2. Actions:

CT1 asks SA2 group to provide clarification on whether the network must wait for the list of services from the UE before providing a list of services supported by the network.
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
