If the bearer resource allocation requested cannot be accepted by the network, the MME shall send a BEARER RESOURCE ALLOCATION REJECT message to the UE. The message shall contain the PTI and a cause value indicating the reason for rejecting the UE requested bearer resource allocation.
If the PTI indicated in the BEARER RESOURCE ALLOCATION REJECT matches any PTI used in the UE for a previous bearer resource allocation procedure, the UE shall stop timer T3483 and remain in the state BEARER CONTEXT INACTIVE.
The message shall contain a cause code that typically indicates one of the following:

activation rejected, unspecified;

QoS not accepted
