1. Overall Description:

As part of discussions on the storage of some EPS Mobility Management parameters, CT1 concluded on a working assumption that access to E-UTRAN needs to be possible with pre-Rel-8 USIMs.
While the high-level principle that “Access to Evolved 3GPP System shall be possible via existing Rel 99 USIM” can be read from SA2 TR 23.882, the requirement for the support of pre-Rel-8 USIMs in E-UTRAN capable UEs could not be found in stage 1, though it is CT1 understanding that some operators wish pre-Rel-8 USIMs support in EPS.
Q1: can SA1 confirm CT1 understanding that pre-Rel-8 USIMs need to be supported in EPS?
Also, as part of the work on Home E-NodeB requirement, SA1 has agreed on the following:

“8.3.2
Home E-NodeB requirements

-
The UE shall maintain in the USIM a list of allowed CSG identities (white list). All CSG cells belonging to a CSG identity not included in the list of allowed CSG identities shall be considered unsuitable by the UE.”
It is therefore CT1 understanding that Rel-8 and onwards USIMs will contain additional files for EPS, and new files could be introduced for the purpose of storing some EPS Mobility Management parameters such as temporary identities or last visited registered TAI.
CT1 assumption is that in order to handle both pre-Rel-8 USIMs and Rel-8 and onwards USIMs, a solution needs to be implemented so that EPS Mobility Management parameters are stored in non-volatile memory in the UE when a pre-Rel-8 USIM is used, and are stored in the USIM when a Rel-8 USIM is used.
Q2: can SA1 confirm this is the expected UE behaviour?
