3GPP IM CN subsystem XML body

7.6.1
General

This subclause contains the 3GPP IM CN Subsystem XML body in XML format. The 3GPP IM CN Subsystem XML shall be valid against the 3GPP IM CN Subsystem XML schema defined in table 7.7A.

Any SIP User Agent or proxy may insert or remove the 3GPP IM CN subsystem XML body or parts of it, as required, in any SIP message. The 3GPP IM CN subsystem XML body shall not be forwarded outside a 3GPP network.

The associated MIME type with the 3GPP IMS XML body is "application/3gpp-ims+xml".
When a 3GPP IMS XML body is received in a message in a context where the receiving entity is to process the body:

-
the recipient shall validate the 3GPP IMS XML body against the schema defined in subclause 7.6.2;

-
if the validation is successful, the recipient shall process the elements it understands.  Any elements that match either the <xs:any> production or the <xs:anyAttribute> production shall be ignored if the recipient does not understand them, as these points of extensibility are explicitly for items which are both optional to appear and optional to understand.
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
