CT1 thanks SA3 for their LS (S3-080248) on NAT deployment of early IMS. CT1 has discussed the concerns about the proposed solution listed in the LS. The following are the conclusion to the concern:
Concern 3：Deviation from standard SIP routing procedures defined by IETF
Concern was expressed regarding the P-CSCF usage and setting of the “received” parameter in mechanism presented in the LS, since it is not aligned with the standardized usage defined in RFC 3261 and TS 24.229， stating “ The P-CSCF shall add the "received" and "rport" parameters to the Via header set to the source IP address and port in the packet header as defined in RFC 3261 and RFC 3581.” 
It was also indicated that it would need to be investigated whether the proposed usage of the “received” parameter would not interfere or break existing NAT traversal procedures.
