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1. Discussion
This document describes possible interactions between network based and terminal based CW in the case the terminating UE does not answer with a 415 if it does not understand the CW MIME type.
Basing on a scenario, where 'approaching network determined user busy' is based an the number of simultanious media streams:
A user has booked a MMTel product which enables him to have two simultanious media streams. This means with two existing streams the 'approaching ndub' condition is reached, and a 3rd media stream will not be accepted by the network. To inform the user about this situation, the AS will insert the CW MIME body in the INVITE for a 3rd communication. This INVITE has to trigger actions which will reduce the number of media streams before it is accepted, which could be using HOLD or releasing an existing communication.
If there are no such actions and the UE simply accepts the INVITE with a 200 OK, the communication will be rejected by the network afterwards. Besides the bad user experience in this case, there could have also been charging events on the 200 OK. 
This will not be the normal behaviour for CW, because the user has subscribed to CW and therefore should have a CW compatible terminal, but there could be exceptions.
Because of the scenario described above it's mandatory that the UE understands the MIME type, or if it not understands rejects it, which is accomplished with a 415, according to RFC 3261.
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
