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	In Annex E of 23.401, Stage 2 has made a requirement that at UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN handover, once the MME gets the subscribed APN-AMBR values from the HSS, MME makes a claculation to decide if UE needs to be updated with the APN-AMBR. If yes, the MME updates the UE with the HSS provided APN-AMBR, see extract from 23.401 

At handover from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN the subscribed AMBR for the corresponding APN shall take precedence. In case of handover from a Gn/Gp SGSN and if the MME has no subscribed AMBR values for the UE, the MME provides a local UE-AMBR to the eNodeB and local APN-AMBR(s) to the UE, the Serving GW and the PDN GW(s) until MME gets the EPS subscribed AMBRs. When the MME gets the subscribed UE‑AMBR and APN‑AMBR value(s) from the HSS, it calculates the UE-AMBR (UE-AMBR=MIN(subscribed UE-AMBR, sum APN-AMBR of all active APNs)). Then it compares these values with the local AMBRs and if any of the local AMBRs is different from the corresponding derived UE-AMBR and the subscribed APN-AMBR(s), the MME initiates HSS Initiated Subscribed QoS Modification procedure to notify the derived UE-AMBR to the eNodeB and the subscribed APN‑AMBR(s) to the UE, the Serving GW and PDN GW(s). For handover from a S4-SGSN, the S4-SGSN provides the APN-AMBR to the MME.
This Stage 2 requirement of the MME updating the UE with the APN-AMBR is not fully covered in 24.301.

6.4.3
EPS bearer context modification procedure

6.4.3.1
General

The purpose of the EPS bearer context modification procedure is to modify an EPS bearer context with a specific QoS and TFT. The EPS bearer context modification procedure is initiated by the network, but it may also be initiated as part of the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure.
The network may also initiate the EPS bearer context modification procedure to update the APN-AMBR of the UE after an inter-system handover from A/Gb mode to S1 mode or from Iu mode to S1 mode. The QoS parameter mapping for inter system handover from A/Gb mode to S1 mode and from Iu mode to S1 mode is given in Annex E of 3GPP TS23.401 [10].
6.4.3.2
EPS bearer context modification initiated by the network

The MME shall initiate the EPS bearer context modification procedure by sending a MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message to the UE, starting the timer T3486, and entering the state BEARER CONTEXT MODIFY PENDING (see example in figure 6.4.3.2.1).
The MME shall include an EPS bearer identity that identifies the EPS bearer context to be modified in the MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message.

The MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message shall include also a procedure transaction identity (PTI), if this procedure was initiated by a UE requested bearer resource modification procedure.
