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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN2 for their reply in R2-090852.
(The RAN2 LS is a reply to SA1 LS to RAN2 and CT1 in S1-084231, which was a reply to the CT1 LS to RAN2 and CT1 in C1-085377.)
Based on RAN2 input, SA1 understands that for release 8 manual CSG selection can only be done among the CSG cells that belong to the selected /registered PLMN and that the UE needs first to do PLMN reselection before it can find CSG cells that belong to any other PLMN.

CT1 can therefore disregard the answer expressed in LS S1-084231, including the statement that the UE shall try to return to the last PLMN selected before manual CSG selection occurred, and instead use the attached CR as basis for its work to complete manual CSG selection in Rel-8. 
The answer to the question raised in C1-085377 is therefore changed to:

a. Please clarify whether the user is allowed to make a CSG selection from a list of available CSGs across all available PLMNs.
No, manual CSG selection can only be done among the CSG cells that belongs to the selected/registered PLMN.
Note that when moving out of CSG coverage, the UE shall return to its previous PLMN selection mode. The same PLMN requirements as today for recovery from lack of coverage apply (as found in TS 22.011, chapter 3.2.2.2).
2. Actions:

To RAN2 and CT1 groups.
