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Discussion

22.228 Rel-9 describes the Inter UE Transfer as a standalone feature which can be used together with any IMS session. There are no restrictions on the IMS communication services within which the IMS session is established.

23.237 Rel-9 does not restrict the IMS communication services to be used together with Inter UE Transfer either.
When designing the stage 3 solution for the Inter UE Transfer, it needs to be taken into account that two different types of IMS communication services exist:
· IMS communication services which define terminating session set up in the UE. In those services the UE handling of received SIP INVITE request is defined. 
· Example: 

· MMTEL

· IMS communication services which define originating session set up in the UE only. In those services the UE handling of received SIP INVITE request is not defined. The SIP INVITE request is always sent from UE to a network based application server. 
· Example:

· TISPAN, IMS-based IPTV (ETSI TS 183 063) 

TISPAN and 3GPP SA4 already announced they wished to use the Inter UE Transfer features together with their services - see S2-092584.zip and S2-093069.zip.
The "push mode" use case described in the LSs above is equal to the Inter UE Transfer Rel-9 use case. 
Proposal

It is proposed that the CT1 agrees that when the IMS session is established using an IMS communication service which defines originating session set up in the UE only, then the Inter UE Transfer solution for complete session transfer including the session control transfer will use the originating session set up at the target UE.
NOTE: When the IMS session is established using an IMS communication service which defines terminating session set up at the UE (e.g. MMTEL), then this paper does not impose any limitations on the Inter UE Transfer solution.
