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1. Overall Description:
CT1 discussed on the way forward of SSAC, and following is the agreement on the SSAC working assumptions:
· SSAC enforcement takes place in the layer above NAS (i.e. IMS layer)

· AS layer in the UE provides necessary information for the barring to the layer above NAS

· eNodeB sends the necessary information for the barring to the UE using BCCH
· The necessary information for SSAC is assumed to be similar to that of Rel-8 Common AC Barring

SSAC enforcement in the IMS layer means that SSAC barring decision takes place before Common AC in AS layer. However, CT1 notes that the current Stage 1 specification is not clear if Common AC is still applied to a user when the user is already granted access in SSAC.
2. Action
To SA1:

CT1 kindly asks SA1 if Common AC is still applied to a user when the user is already granted access in SSAC.
To RAN2:

CT1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above into account and to provide feedback if necessary.
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
