	As specified in RFC5026, there are two use cases for the UE to send INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute in the IKEv2 procedure. 

· HoA assigned by the HA. In this case, the UE can request a HoA through the Configuration Payload in the IKE_AUTH exchange by including an INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute.  When the Home Agent processes the message, it allocates a HoA and sends it a CFG_REPLY message. 

· HoA auto-configured by UE. In this case, the UE is provided with a pre-configured HNP and HNP length.  Then the UE auto-configures a HoA from the pre-configured HNP, and sends it to HA, including an INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute in a Configuration Payload of type CFG_REQUEST.  If the HoA is valid, the HA replies with a CFG_REPLY, including an INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS with the same address.  If the HoA provided by the UE is not valid, the HA assigns a different HoA including an INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute with a new value.  According to RFC4306, the UE MUST use the new address sent by the HA.  
The first use case is an optional feature in I-WLAN which does not need to be specified in 3GPP. A DSMIPv6 client can send INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute at anytime if HoA assignment by HA is required. 
The second use case does not apply to I-WLAN. As already agreed two meetings ago, an I-WLAN UE shall not use a pre-configured HNP unless it is assigned by the network. Therefore the UE shall not send INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute before HNP is assigned by the HA.

In 24.327 it is mandatory for the UE to send INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute in the HO use case which is not inline with IETF RFC5026. This CR proposes to remove the requirement on UE sending INTERNAL_IP6_ADDRESS attribute.

5.2.2.1
UE procedures

When the UE is connected to the GPRS systems and wants to move to 3GPP I-WLAN, the UE shall initiate the tunnel establishment procedure towards the PDG as described in 3GPP TS 24.234 [5] and shall then perform the home link detection as described in subclause 5.1.2.4:

-
If the UE is not on the home link and does not know the HA IP address, it shall perform the HA discovery procedure as specified in subclause 5.1.2.2 and then perform the H1 PDN attach procedure with the HA. If the UE already knows the HA IP address but has not established security associations with the HA, the UE shall perform the H1 PDN attach with the HA after the attachment to the 3GPP I-WLAN. If the UE has already a valid binding at the HA, the UE shall send a Binding Update message to inform the HA of its new Care-of-Address, as specified in 3GPP TS 24.303 [3]. During the handover, the UE keeps using the GERAN or UTRAN accesses.
-
If the UE is on the home link, the UE shall send a Binding Update with lifetime set to 0 to remove the binding at the HA as specified in 3GPP TS 24.303 [3].

Once the handover is completed, the UE should deactivate the PDP context and may initiated a detach procedure in the GPRS system.
